Was the author influenced by the social conditions of the time he lived?
What were some of the well-known writings of the author?

Are there any famous quotes from the author’s writing?

Was the author popular during their lifetime?

Why the Writer is a Great American Author:
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What do critics say about the author? What did critics say when the author
was alive?

Did the author win any awards for writing?

What do people say about the author today?

How many publications of the author’s works have there been?

Is the author studied today?

Have there been movies or plays written about the author or any of their
works?

Why is the author remembered today?
